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Stomatitis is an inflammation of the oral mucosa involving gums, tongue and lips(Blood etal,1983).It is a common condition noticed in animals primarly it is due to physical, chemical causes and secondarily due to infection. During the year 2001 between November and January, 20 stomatitis cases were recorded among the different flocks maintained at Livestock Research station, Palamaner. A study was undertaken to investigate the treatment of stomatitis with Mercurius solubulis-200, a Homeopathic medicine. 

OBSERVATIONS AND TREATMENT

The affected animals showed the symptoms like elevation in body temperature ranging from 1040F to 1060F and redness of oral mucosa which is covered by small whitish spots and salivation(photograph). These later developed into small crusts and ulcers causing refusal of feed and fodder. These findings are in agreement with Sastry(1983).The reason for the occurrence of stomatitis between November and January is this case may be  because of the presence of moisture on the grass while grazing. The animals were administered 6 pills/ globules of Mercurius solubulis-200 twice a day.. This is in agreement with findings of Madrewar(1999) and Rush(1999) who used Belladona along with Mercurius solubulis-200 for treatment of stomatitis. The animals showed recovery after 7 days. The doses of Homeopathic medicines are quite small, few pills can be put on the tongue of the animal and easier to administer.    
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
