Bull Dog lethal in Punganur cattle- A case report
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Bull Dog foetal monster or achondroplasia is uncommon in cattle. Rouse (1973) reported that occurrence of lethal. “Bull Dog” calves were unusually high in Dexter breed of cattle. The present case is reported in Punganur breed of cattle. The bull dog calf has a disproportionate dwarfism, a short vertebral column, abnormally short legs and relatively large head with cleft palate and protruding tongue. Eyes and ears are present. The neck appears to be very short and thick. The monster in the present report resembled that described by Baskhi et al (1987) as bull dog calf. It has also completed full gestation period which is in agreement with findings of Mohanty and Mohanty (1970) and Bakshi et al (1987). The bull dog calf reported in this case may be due to inbreeding as few male animals are available for breeding the stock which is in agreement with findings of who Bakshi et al (1987) reported inbreeding as a responsible factor that contributed to bull dog calf.    
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
